Alumni Spotlight on Devora McCoy, ‘06

t has been several years since Devora McCoy, Class of 2006, graduated from the
Barrie School. | recently had the opportunity to sit down with Devora and catch up
on the ‘latest’ in her life as she enters her senior year at the University of Maryland
at College Park. Our conversation was dominated by Devora's passion for horses — a
passion that has been a constant in her life for as long as she can remember.

After graduation, Devora hopes to con-
tinue riding either joining UMD's alumni
riding team or competing independently
in local competitions. Although Devora
plans to attend graduate school, she'd
like to work in her field to gain addi-
tional experience prior to completing an
additional degree.

At Barrie, she captained the equestrian team for a number of years and, according to
Paige Dunn, coach and director of the school’s Equestrian Program, “Devora was an ex-
cellent leader who set an example for younger riders with her composure, attitude and
sportsmanship.” Her love for horses seems to drive all she does, whether it is riding com-
petitively for the University of Maryland’s Equestrian team or conducting re-

search on the eating habits of horses as part of her animal sciences major.

Having gone through the initial ‘size adjustment’ which many Barrie
‘Lifers’ experience upon transitioning to a large university, Devora is now a
‘fish in university waters.’ Looking back on her early college years, Devora
felt she had an easier time adjusting because she joined the University of
Maryland’s Equestrian Team as a freshman. What continued to afford
Devora the opportunity to find her own niche was joining the Delta
Gamma women's fraternity; “Being part of the team and Greek life has
allowed me to feel more involved in campus life.” Devora said, "/t gave
me the opportunity to meet a lot of new people, which helped to make
the campus feel familiar and less intimidating for its size.”

Devora is now the Vice President of the University’s Equestrian Team.
She is completing a major in Animal Science with a focus on Equine Stud-
ies. In the past couple of years, Devora became interested in researching
the rotational grazing patterns of horses. Her interest, by her own admis-
sion, was ‘fuelled’ by curiosity engendered and cultivated at Barrie. sl

This fall, Devora will be assisting with equine habits research, hoping to
establish a firm “foothold’ in the field.

Much like her riding proficiency at Barrie, Devora's skills and leadership
now support the University of Maryland’s Equestrian team. This past year
alone has been quite an adventure for Devora. She was one of two people
on UMD's Equestrian team to make it to the regional championships, and
this past April, was the only representative from UMD to ride in the Inter-
collegiate Horse Show Association National Championships held in Mur-
freesboro, Tennessee. Devora will continue to lead the University of
Maryland’s Equestrian team in her fourth, and final, year with hopes of
continued success - both in and out of the ring.

eview in Short: Break is the story of Jonah, a
boy on a mission to break all his bones and heal
them stronger than ever. It's not only his story,
but also the story of his dysfunctional family
with a new baby, parents who've already been
separated once, and a brother who can barely eat because his
life-threatening allergies are triggered by almost everything.
Jonah wants to be stronger, but you can only break so many
bones before people start getting suspicious. This is a phe-
nomenal book, extremely well-written, an addictive read.

Plot: The plot here is fueled by Jonah's broken
bones mission (which only his friend Naomi and
brother Jesse know about) and his relationship
with Jesse. As he gets deeper into his mission,
spending months in casts and slings, people
begin to get suspicious. | don't want to give too
much away here because a summary of the plot
might ruin what happens, but the plot is amaz-
ing. Broken bones, Jesse's fierce allergic reac-
tions to the milk their baby brother drinks (along
with nearly every other food in existence), and
tension in Jonah's relationships propel this story
forward. Read it! 10.

Characters: Um, amazing? This
is a relatively short book, an ad-
dictive read, and because of that
there isn't a lot of long explana-
tions of the characters and their
actions. You get the sense of
who is important and who isn’t
from the things Jonah says and
the way he acts. All of the char-
acters (Jonah, Jesse, Naomi,
Charlotte) are written extremely
well. All likable yet deeply
flawed and very, very human.

Relationships: Brilliant. The
most prominent relationship in
this book is the one between
Jonah and Jesse. In addition to
them being very close to each
other, Jonah is continuously
looking after his sixteen-year-old
brother with his health condi-
tion, which makes their

relationship
even closer.
Other big
relationships
in the book
are Jonah's
relationships with his friend Naomi, the girl
filming his “mission”, and his relationship with
Charlotte, his “not-girlfriend.” Other relation-
ships (parents, other friends, youngest brother)
are featured less in the book but still superbly
well-crafted. 10.

couple of years ago the Barrie athletic department started a new tradition to honor those individuals who
excelled as student-athletes, coaches or athletic administrators.

Now in its third year, the Barrie Athletic Hall of Fame selects individuals who demonstrated superior ac-
complishments at Barrie; significant and lasting contributions to the Barrie athletic program; continual ex-
cellence in post-Barrie years; and exemplification of Barrie citizenship and pride.

The Barrie Athletic Hall of Fame is a source of pride for all those inducted and their families and friends. The following
people have been inducted:

e Vanessa St. Gerard '98: A 2008 inductee. During her Barrie career, Vanessa excelled in basketball and is still the
leading scorer in girls’ varsity basketball history with over 1400 points. Winner of the 1998 Seldin award, Vanessa's
work ethic and overall contributions to Barrie athletics made her a true Barrie Mustang. Vanessa graduated Cum
Laude in 2002 from Wake Forest University. She currently serves as the managing editor of the National Associa-
tion of Elementary School Principals, and lives in Alexandria, Virginia.

e Madhavi Sabnis’96: Inducted into the Barrie Hall of Fame in 2008, Madhavi's contribution to athletics at Barrie
went beyond the playing field. “Her tireless efforts and leadership served as a driving force for her team,” said Jaye
Cohen, former Athletic Director, “and earned her not one, but two Seldin Awards."”

A graduate of Muhlenberg College in Pennsylvania and Howard University in Washington, DC, Madhavi spent two
years as the girls’ varsity assistant basketball coach at Barrie. Married
in April, 2009, Madhavi now lives in Piscataway, New Jersey.

e Shelby Jupiter '97: A 2008 inductee, Shelby was one of the

best all round athletes during his time at Barrie, excelling at soccer,

baseball and basketball, averaging over 18 points per game. A gradu-
ate of the University of Maryland, Shelby works as a personal trainer,
opened his own personal training business, and lives in Wheaton,

Maryland.

e Bobby Sharafeddin '02: A 2009 inductee, Bobby first came to

Barrie as a sophomore. A force of nature on the court, Bobby distin-

guished himself as one of Barrie's best, playing on the varsity and all-

PVAC teams during his three years at Barrie. In 2002, Bobby's senior

year, he made the all-met team as published in the Washington Post.

A graduate of Johns Hopkins University in 2006, Bobby now lives in

Pennsylvania and works as a financial advisor at Smith-Barney.

e Jaye Cohen ‘87: Inducted in 2009, Jaye and the Cohen family

are beloved members of the Barrie community. His Barrie career be-

gan when he joined the Class of 1987 as a student in grade 7, and
continued when he returned to teach at Barrie in 1992. He later be-
came the Director of Athletics, a position he held between 1995 and

2003. During his tenure, Jaye was instrumental in the growth and

development of the athletic department into the full and competi-

tive member of the PVAC it is today. Jaye earned his Masters in

Athletic Administration from Ohio University, and is currently the

Athletic Director at the Norwood School in Bethesda.
